animation and display panels, the exhibition, GALATA through the
Ages, offers visitors a vivid narrative of the transformation Galata has
undergone over the years. Although most of the objects on display S ==
consist of books and original maps, two gravestones from the & '
Genoese period are also included. GALATA through the Ages will
remain on view through August 26, 2005.

The special exhibition, GALATA through the Ages, conceived and
organized by the Ottoman Bank Museum, has been prolonged until
October 30, and will be on display as part of the second Istanbul
Pedestrian Exhibition. "Galata through the Ages", opened on April
