Hali¢ kiyisindaki endiistri yapilari arasinda yarim ylizyi1ldir unutulmus olan
gorkemli bir yapi, kiyinin yeniden diizenlenmesi sirasinda gin 1si1gina cikti.
Imparatorluk doneminde feshane ve dokuma fabrikasi olarak kullanilan yap1,
teknolojik modernizasyonu ve giysi reformlarini simgeledigi gibi, diinyada pek az
6rnedi kalmis bir endiistri yapisi olarak da onem tasimaktadir. Tiirkiye
Cumhuriyeti’nin kurulmasindan sonra Simerbank biinyesi iginde kullanimi
sirmiustir.

Bundan sonra yarim yiizyi1l kaderine birakilan yapi, 1989 yilinda dizenlenen sergi
ve gosteri dizisinin ardindan moda ve film gekimleri ile diger etkinlikler igin
kullanilmistir.

1990 yilinda Tiirkiye’de plastik sanatlara destek vermis onde gelen is insanlari
ve kuruluslari, mimarlar ve plastik sanatlarla ilgili kisi ve kurumlar Istanbul
Biiyiik Sehir Belediye Baskani Sayin Prof. Dr. Nurettin Sozen’in diizenledigi
toplantilarda biraraya gelerek Istanbul’da bir sanat miizesi kurulmasi konusunda
gorils birligine vardilar. Toplantilar sonucunda olusturulan Yiriitme
Kurullari’nin calismalariyla Feshane binasinin Istanbul Buyuk Sehir
Belediyesi’nin destedi ve Slmerbank’in onayiyla sanat miizesine donustiriilmesine
karar verildi.

Miizenin yapim ve onarimini Dr. Nejat F. Eczacibas: tistlenmistir. Isletilmesi ise
Istanbul Biiyiik Sehir Belediyesi ve Istanbul Kiiltir ve Sanat Vakfi tarafindan
gerceklestirilecektir.

“Istanbul Biiyiik Sehir Belediyesi Dr. Nejat F. Eczacibasi Sanat Mizesi" adini
alan binanin restorasyon projesi, daha once de Musée d’Orsay ve G. Pompidou
Merkezi’ndeki Ulusal Modern Sanat Miizesi gibi tasarimlari basarili bir bigimde
yiiriitmiis olan mimar Gae Aulenti tarafindan gerceklestirilecektir.

Forgotten for over half a century among the industrial plants along the Golden
Horn, a magnificent building has reemerged from obscurity. The decision to clear
the coast of industrial plants has almost inadvertently resurrected this
building, whose main workshop was the only structure which was allowed to
continue to stand by the sea. The building remains a symbol of the modernization
of the Ottoman Empire in the 19th century. It was built to produce the ‘fez
-—hence the name "Feshane"-- the symbol of Ottoman dress reforms. In 1937 the
Republic turned the building briefly into the flagship of Simerbank, the main
state-owned industrial, commercial and banking conglomerate specializing, among
other things, in textiles. Then, for about half a century the building was left
to fend for itself.

Since an alternative exhibition was organized in 1989 by a group of artists in
the decrepit building, the site has become a major source of attraction for
fashion shoots, concerts and big parties.

In 1990, a steering committee for the creation of a contemporary art museum in
Istanbul was summoned by the City of Istanbul and Turkey’s leading art sponsors,
architects and other prominent figures in the area of the arts. The Committee
could not help but consider the possibility of restoring the Ottoman building
and converting it into a Museum.

Dr. Nejat F. Eczacibasi has taken the restoration project upon himself. The
City of Istanbul and the Istanbul Foundation for Culture and Art will jointly
constitute the management of "The City of Istanbul Dr. Nejat F. Eczacibasi
Museum of Art."

The former industrial plant presented a particular challenge for Gae Aulenti,
who has previously created superb museums from long-standing buildings such as
the Musée d’Orsay and The National Museum of Modern Art at the Centre G.
Pompidou. She found the building highly appropriate for use as a contemporary
art museum, and took charge of the project.

The Museum will be inaugurated with the Third International Istanbul Biennial
to be held between 16 October — 30 November 1992.
